United States Soccer Federation (USSF) 
2012 On Line Registration for Idaho Referees
Idaho referees,

Happy New Year! It’s USSF recertification time.
Recertification for 2012 will include only the USSF recertification test and USSF registration online. At this time we are having difficulty getting the taped recertification clinic posted online. It will be available soon and may be viewed on a voluntary basis. We will let you know when it is ready.

Until then, please complete your USSF online referee registration (as detailed below) and the USSF test before January 31, 2012. 
You can take the USSF test by going to: http://www.idahosoccerrefs.org and clicking on the link: http://www.idahosrctest.com. The initial log‐in for the test site is the user’s 16-digit USSF ID number and a password created by lower case versions of the first initial followed by the first three letters of the last name. For example, Paul Smith’s initial password would be “psmi”. For users who do not have their USSF ID number, there is a button below the log‐in form that takes you to a USSF log‐in help page. Or you can find your USSF number on your 2011 USSF Registration Card or contact Pete Valle at 208.861.9532 or sra@idahosoccerrefs.org. Grade 9 and grade 12 referees are not required to take the USSF test but only need to register with USSF.
Grade 8 referees need to score a 75 to pass, but 75-84 mandates a video review of the missed test questions. Grade 7 referees need to score an 85 to pass but 85-94 mandates a video review. Referees have access to a video review of all questions they miss even if they avoid the mandated review. Grade 6 and above referees need to score an 85 to pass the USSF State Referee Test. There isn’t a video review of the state referee test.

You will have 90 minutes to complete the test. If you should fail, you may take the test again immediately with as many retests it takes to pass. If you should need to retest, the 100 questions are scrambled in order each time a new instance of the test is started. Everybody gets the same 100 questions but each test is in a completely different order. When you register with USSF there will be an Idaho administrative fee applied. For all Idaho referees grade 8 and above, there will be a $10 administrative fee. For Idaho referees grade 9 & 12, the administrative fee will be $5. There will be only one administrative fee applied per certification. Paying the fees will not recertify you for 2012. To receive your USSF badge and 2012 Law Book, please bring your online USSF registration and Idaho clinic/test confirmation (print outs) to the Law book/USSF badge pick-up location. These locations will be posted at a later date.
When you go to www.ussoccer.info <http://www.ussoccer.info>, DO NOT create a new user name and password. Please follow the instructions below to accomplish your registration. This program will allow you to pay all your fees, input your game counts and update your personal information as necessary. It will help ensure that you are kept up-to-date on all information and that your information is sent correctly to assignors during 2012. USSF ONLINE REFEREE REGISTRATION

In Idaho, this is the preferred method for USSF registration, but requires a credit card. 


Use any internet browser and go to this URL: www.ussoccer.info <http://www.ussoccer.info>  

1. Login ID: Type in the letter R (capital letter) followed by your 16-digit USSF registration number, no dashes. You can find your 16-digit USSF registration number at the top of your USSF Registration Card. This number will allow you to register for all registration types: referee, instructor, assessor and assignor. Unless you’ve changed your password: Type in your last name, lowercase letters.

2. You will be directed to U.S.  Soccer Information Systems home page. Click on the "Referee" tab.

3. At the top, click on the REFEREE tab.

4. On the left, click on the plus sign next to Referee.

5. In the left blue panel click on  "Referee Registration". Your 2012 record will appear. 

6. On the top of the screen is your biographical information. Review it. If there are any changes, click on the link below the biographical information box. A new pop-up window will appear and you can edit the data. Save your edits.

7. Next you will see the Registration Type boxes you are eligible to submit (Referee, Instructor, Assessor, Assignor, Indoor/Futsal). You may register for more than one at the same time, if you are eligible.

8. Continue down the rest of the form answering all questions as required.

9. For grade 7, 6, & 5 referees, record your fitness test results and date completed. If a maintenance assessment is required for your grade or you have upgraded this year, please input the requested information.

10. When you are satisfied that all information is correct, read the Terms and Conditions. Check "I agree to terms and conditions" and click "Continue".

11. You will be directed to a secure credit card payment site to submit your payment using VISA or MasterCard.

12. Please print a copy of the USSF confirmation page to bring it to a pick-up location.

13. When directed, go to http://idahosoccerrefs.org and click on the link: https://www.IdahoSRCTest.com to take the USSF test. 
14. After completing the USSF test, bring confirmation of your compliance and pick up your 2012 USSF badge and Law book at an advertised location. 

15. If you should need to submit a Volunteer Registration and Disclosure Form, required to referee youth matches in Idaho, go to: http://www.idahoyouthsoccer.org/administration/forms.aspx; download and print the Coach/Manager add/drop form and bring it with your confirmation papers. If you are over 18 years of age, this form should be submitted every 2 years. For 2012, there will be no charge for the background check. 
16. 2012 USSF badge and Law book pick-up times and locations will be advertised soon.
